The 
Ambassadors Program - completely voluntary - has been a very productive extended sales team for the PRCB 
representing up to 20% of the total sales production. Ambassadors provide the essential contacts and leads that 
give Puerto Rico an advantage in the competitive world of convention site selection. They are passionate and 
knowledgeable advocates of the economic issues affecting the quality of life in Puerto Rico. Their efforts can have a 
real impact on the economy of Puerto Rico – for example, a convention of 500 people for 4 days can generate up to 
$1.2 million in revenue. The PRCB Ambassador Program is for Puerto Ricans and/or friends of Puerto Rico,   who can 
assist or refer a contact to promote the destination to their respective organizations as well as their business circles.
